So here are some
facts about the holidays and AA meetings m
Lorain County.

At the January 10, 2000 Central Office meet-
ing only two meetings were known to have
been canceled due to the holidavs. The Faday
~ight LaGrange meeting was canceled because
the bank would not be opening the building
so members could not hold their meeting.
The responsible members of that group
posted a sign, which steercd those mm need of
a meeting on Chostmas Eve to the Wellington
Friday Night meeting, which was open. The
other meeting that was closed on Cheastmas
Eve was the Friday Night Elyra mestmg, Since
they hold their meeting in a church basement,
like many of the AA meetings here in Lorain
County, the church wanted to use its own fa-
cility on Christmas Eve. The Central Office
meeting has representatives from many areas
of Lorain County and no one present at that
meeting was aware of any other meetings
closed over the holidays. With this in mind, [
