It
was at the Anod that [ began to learn the mean-
ingof the word msponsibility. It was there that
I was given the opportunity to begin the pro-
cess of becoming a productive and contribut-
ing member of society by voluntzering and help-
ing others. At the Arid is where [ found not
only a home group and a sponsor, which would
have beea blessing enouphl I found frends,
regl friends. Friends who took me or directed
