Qur co-founder Bill W., in teling about A_A.'s earilest days, wrote:

"In the beginning, & was four whole years before A A. brought permanent
sobriety to even one alcoholic woman. Like the “high bottoms,' the women
said they were different; A.A. couldn't be for them. But asthe
communication was perfeciad, mestly by the women themselves, the
picture changed.

"This process of identification and transmission has gone on and on. The
skid-rower said he was different. Even more loudly, the socialite (or Park
Avenua stumblebum) sald the same. So did the arfists and the professional
people, the rich, the poar, the religious, the agnastic, the Indians and fhe
Eskimos, the veterans and the prisoners.

"But nowadays all of these, and legions more, soberly talk about how
very much alike all of us alcoholics are when we admit that the chips are
finally down.

"In the stories that follow, you may encounter men and women whose
race, age, sexual preferencs, or any number of other conditions are similar
to yours, They came o AA. and found that Alcoholics Anonymous worked
just as well for them as & had for hundreds of thousands of others of us who
thought we were "different.” We found help, and we found friends with
whom we could identify and share our expeniances.

We are no longer alone.
